How Does It Work?

  

The canopy is positioned on the ground behind 
the aircraft for takeoff.  As the pilot adds power 
and the aircraft begins to roll forward the canopy 
inflates and rotates overhead.   

After carefully checking the inflated canopy the 
pilot adds full power to climb out.  The Powered 
Parachute has only two controls, the steering bars 
and the throttle.  Add power and you gain 
altitude, and reduce power to lose altitude.  
Exerting pressure on the left steering bar results 
in a left turn and on the right steering bar a right 
turn. Landing is easily mastered.  Simply reduce 
power and line the aircraft up into the wind.  As 
you approach touch down pushing forward on 
both steering bars results in a flare that insures a 
smooth touch down.  

In the unlikely case that your engine quits your 
canopy remains fully inflated and you are able to 
float back to earth in full control. Setting up to fly 
at a field takes about fifteen minutes, and the 
aircraft stores easily in a small garage.   

The Powered Parachute is a simple airframe with 
seats for a pilot and passenger.  Six Chuter Inc. 
uses the safe and reliable Rotax engine and offer 
models that range in horsepower from 52 to 100.  
We fly with a high quality nylon canopy that is 500 
square feet.  The lifting capacity for the canopy is 
over one thousand pounds! Fuel capacity is 10-12 
gallons of regular gasoline.  This provides an 
operating capacity for three hours of flying. Most 
models come standard with a full digital 
instrument system.

Which Model to Choose  

The model Six Chuter that you choose and the method you select for 
assembly and certification should depend on how you intend to fly, the 
conditions and locations you choose to fly in and your level of skill in flying 
and maintenance.  Take the time to discuss these factors with an authorized 
Six Chuter representative before you buy.  

If you intend to fly primarily solo and want to avoid the legal training 
requirements of Sport Pilot then the P103 UL is the model for you. If you fly 
with combined passenger and pilot weights 400 pounds or under and from 
relatively normal fields at lower density altitudes the Legend Tandem SE 
equipped with the Rotax 503 will serve you well. Our Legend Tandem DE is a 
very cost-effective and high performing model for those who require the more 
powerful 65 h.p. Rotax 582 engine. The Legend Tandem XL with Rotax 582 E 
Gear Box, Electric Start has been our most popular selling model.  The 
Legend Tandem XL4s provide four-stroke engine dependability and incredible 
economy.  And the Legend XT SSDC (Side-by-Side Dual Control) is our SLSA 
model targeted for Certified Flight Instructors and others who enjoy the 
training environment provided with a side-by-side seating configuration.  

Our standard kits are sub-assembled at the Six Chuter factory for economical 
shipping anywhere in the world.
